	1. Accordingly in 1817 Hastings opened his campaign for the suppression of the Pindaris, the operations being on a scale very much larger than had ever before been undertaken in India
2. In India Lord Hastings, like his predecessors, continued after the war with Nepal to find it impossible to avoid native wars and the expansion of British dominion.
3. Sheltered by the Maratha chiefs, large bodies of lawless soldiery known as Pindaris or Pathans established themselves within Maratha territory and carried their devastations all over Central India

	1.There were different types of school. They had schools ranging from religious schools to industry schools.
2. Teachers from Sunday Schools, focused on what they called the 3-Rs. Reading, writing, and rithmatic (arithmatic).
3. In monitary schools, there are hundreds of kids learning at once. In elementary, there was a regular amount of children in the room.

	Charles John Huffam Dickens (7 February 1812 – 9 June 1870) was an English writer and social critic. He created some of the world's best-known fictional characters and is regarded by many as the greatest novelist of the Victorian era. 
Born in Portsmouth, Dickens left school to work in a factory when his father was incarcerated in a debtors' prison. Despite his lack of formal education, he edited a weekly journal for 20 years, wrote 15 novels, five novellas, hundreds of short stories and non-fiction articles, lectured and performed readings extensively, was an indefatigable letter writer, and campaigned vigorously for children's rights, education, and other social reforms.
Dickens's literary success began with the 1836 serial publication of The Pickwick Papers. Within a few years he had become an international literary celebrity, famous for his humour, satire, and keen observation of character and society. His novels, most published in monthly or weekly instalments, pioneered the serial publication of narrative fiction, which became the dominant Victorian mode for novel publication. Cliffhanger endings in his serial publications kept readers in suspense. The instalment format allowed Dickens to evaluate his audience's reaction, and he often modified his plot and character development based on such feedback. His plots were carefully constructed, and he often wove elements from topical events into his narratives. Masses of the illiterate poor chipped in ha'pennies to have each new monthly episode read to them, opening up and inspiring a new class of readers.
Dickens was regarded as the literary colossus of his age. 1His 1843 novella, A Christmas Carol, remains popular and continues to inspire adaptations in every artistic genre. Oliver Twist (1837-9) and Great Expectations (1861) are also frequently adapted, and, like many of his novels, evoke images of early Victorian London. His 1859 novel, A Tale of Two Cities, set in London and Paris, is his best-known work of historical fiction.

Read the plot summary below and answer the questions.

Oliver Twist didn’t know who’d named him. It wasn’t his father, who had never even clapped eyes on him, it wasn’t his mother, who died giving birth to him. It was probably someone in the cold, dank workhouse where he lived with a gaggle of other homeless orphan boys. The workhouse was a cruel, hard place to grow up. Oliver was constantly hungry and despised queuing every night

Oliver was then sent out of the workhouse to be an apprentice to an undertaker, Mr Sowerberry. Terrified Oliver ran away and faced the dark and dangerous streets of Victorian Britain alone. After the longest seven days of his life, he met a smartly dressed boy called, ‘The Artful Dodger’. He introduced him to a gang of pickpockets and Oliver soon became expert at slyly picking pockets. Eventually, however, his life caught up with him and he was caught. Before a jury he was convicted and only saved by the kindness of the very man whom he’d robbed.  He lived in an idyllic house and came to be great friends with the elderly gentleman who’d rescued him, Mr Brownlow.
Several weeks later, the gang caught him and menacingly thrust him back into a life of crime. Forced to participate during a robbery, he was injured by a whistling bullet. As his chest exploded, his short, unhappy life flashed before him. The rest of the gang fled and Oliver was cared for by the very people whom he’d tried to rob. Oliver’s friend Nancy, told Mr Brownlow where Oliver was and even found out that he had wealthy relatives. 
Finally, the gang were arrested and thrown into the deepest jails in London, Mr Bumble was forced to work in the very workhouse which he’d created and Oliver was given a vast inheritance. In fact, he was so thankful for his newfound life that he even gave away some of his inheritance to his notoriously wasteful half-brother.  Oliver’s life might have been a terrifying journey, but as he and Mr Brownlow left Fagin in prison, they left the past behind them and looked forward to a peaceful future, filled with opportunities. 
1. Where did Oliver grow up? Oliver grew up in a workhouse with other orphan boys like himself.	
2. What were the boys fed in the workhouse? The boys were fed a ladleful of grey, watery gruel in the workhouse.
3. What colour describes the master’s face? The master’s face was described as the colour red, then crimson and then almost purple with rage.
4. Whose apprentice did he become? He became Mr Sowerberry’s apprentice.
5. What is the ‘Artful Dodger’s’ job? The ‘Artful Dodger’s’ job is to pickpocket.
6. Who showed Oliver kindness?  Mr Brownlow, the very man whom Oliver had robbed, showed Oliver kindness by letting him live in his idyllic house with him.
7. What was important about Oliver’s relatives? Oliver’s relatives were wealthy which was important because this changed Oliver’s tough life around when he was given a vast inheritance.
8. How was Oliver injured? Oliver was injured by a whistling bullet which made his chest explode.
9. What happened to Mr Bumble? Mr Bumble was forced to work in the very workhouse which he’d created.
10. Where did Fagin end up? Oliver and Mr Brownlow left Fagin in prison.
