What to do if...........? 
 

Q. What do I do if I can’t find my class? 

A. Ask any teacher or an older pupil to help you. Remember we 

were all new here once and had to ask for help. 

 

Q. If I am worried about something, who do I see? 

A. Firstly you should speak to your Form Tutor. 

 Then you might want to talk to Mrs Darcy your Pastoral leader.   

 

Q. What do I do if I am late? 

A. Go to your Form Room if you arrive before 9.00am. If you 

arrive after 9.00am you must sign the late book kept in 

Reception.  

 

Q. What do I do if I am absent? 

A. Ask someone at home to ring the School before 9.30am every 

day you are absent. 

A. When you return to school, you need to hand in the Absence slip (found in the 

back of your school planner) to your Form Tutor. 

A. It is also very important that you catch up on the work that you have missed. 

Copy the work up off a friend.  

 

Q. How much homework will I get? 

A. Homework will be new for most of you. This is where the teacher asks you to do 

something on your own – without the class. You may get one or two pieces of 

different homework set each day. You must write the date it is due in down in 

your planner. If you are not sure what to do ask your teacher. 

 

Q. What happens if I don’t do my homework?  

A. Completing homework is part of our school rules; you can 

expect to be kept in at break-time or lunchtime to 

complete it, or you may receive an after school detention  

 

Q. What do I do if I feel unwell during the day? 

A. Let your teacher know and they will send you to see Mrs 

Darcy, a First Aider, or to the school office.
